has led some people to look for opportunities to
travel to places, where they can engage with
nature. This is understandable, particularly when

it involves conservation work. However, ecotourism
may have undesirable consequences.

Many of most exotic natural landscapes can be
found in parts of the world where there have been
little development. People who lived in these places,
they may be relatively poor.
