The student has tried to write a letter and clearly understands the
requirements of the task. The letter is long enough and is complete.
Although the grammar and vocabulary are quite limited, there are no
serious errors.

However, there are some problems with the letter:

» The reason for writing is not clear at the start. This means the

reader needs to read the whole letter to understand the writer’s
purpose.

Not all of the bullet points are mentioned. The writer does say
what was wrong with the service and suggest what the hotel
manager should do, but they didn’t mention how it affected them
during their stay.

The tone is not consistently formal. The writer sometimes uses
formal language, but inappropriate and informal phrases are
frequent (e.g. be crazy about / Another thing is / Thanks a
bunch / See you soon).

Vocabulary is limited (e.g. bad / rude / cold / hot / noisy / hard /
soft) and there is some repetition (soft / for free / stay).

Overall: It is a good attempt, but the writer needs to use more formal
language, present a clear purpose and plan carefully to include all
three of the key points.

In many areas, the use of lighting outside leads to a phenomenon
known as light pollution. The following essay focuses on the factors
behind this problem and describes some of the ways scientists,
animals and members of the public can be negatively affected by
excessive amounts of lighting.

Among the different types of pollution affecting our planet today,
light pollution is unique in that it is solely caused by human activity
and technology in urban areas. When large structures, such as
stadia, train stations and department stores are illuminated, the light
is emitted directly into the sky. Another major cause is advertising
which is commonplace in cities. Large hoardings, for instance, are
often lit with spotlights which point upwards and a significant amount
of light is reflected up into the night sky. Finally, many companies and
members of the public use electric lights for decorative purposes.
This is most obvious during big festivals such as Christmas when
shops and houses use fairy lights to make their premises more
attractive.

Light pollution has a variety of unfortunate consequences affecting
diverse groups. Scientists studying the night sky, by way of
example, are unable to make observations near cities and are
forced to relocate to remote areas. As a result, observatories are
usually constructed on the peaks of mountains or on islands,
which increases the expense involved. In addition, animals may be
attracted to the light emitted from cities and this can interfere with
their migration routes and breeding patterns. For example, my city is
full of white birds called egrets which never seem to sleep as a result
of the light pollution in the area. Finally, urban residents rarely have
an opportunity to appreciate the stars and the planets since only the
brightest celestial objects are visible.

In summary, light pollution has a variety of causes, but they all
stem from the human desire to create artificial light. However, light
pollution can have severe consequences for both humans and
animals, so we should take steps to reduce it if possible.
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
