They can be as big as a bus, or even bigger, and yet the elusive giant squid has hardly
been spotted swimming alive in the ocean. It became a little less mythical on Christmas
Eve, however, when the creature, known as an “Architeuthis”, was spotted by onlookers
gliding near the water’s surface in Japan’s Toyama Bay, northwest of Tokyo, according to
a CNN report. Video footage captured the ballet of pink and white tentacles, the squid’s
enormous mouth and saucerlike eyes. :

A local diver, Akinobu Kimura, swam with the creature. “My curiosity was way bigger
than fear, so | jumped into the water and go close to it,” he told CNN. The last time a
giant squid was captured on video, though less vividly so, was during a scientific expedition
in 2012. Photos of the creature in the wild were captured for the first time in 2005 by
Japanese researchers, stirring excitement among those who had long sought to glimpse
a giant squid in its natural habitat. :
: “This has been a mystery for a thousand years,” Richard Ellis, author of “Monsters
of the Sea,” said of the photographs at the time. “Nobody knew what they looked like
in the wild.” Mr. Kimura told CNN that the squid appeared to be in healthy shape. He
spent some time observing it before guiding it out to the ocean. “This squid was not
damaged and looked lively, spurting ink and trying to entangle his tentacles around

: me,” he said.
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Architeuthis, which can grow more than 40 feet in length, is among the largest
i invertebrates on earth. The squid spotted in Toyama Bay was said to be on the small :

The manufacturing sector in the United States dropped further in December as
a stronger dollar harmed export profitability, while construction investment in the
United States decreased for the first time in over a year in November, implying temperate
economic growth in the fourth quarter.

The Institute for Supply Management (ISM) in the United States said that its national
industrial activity index declined to 48.2 in December from 48.6 in November, the
lowest level since 2009. The indication of more than 50 specifies that the manufacturing
sector is expanding, while the number of less than 50 expresses contraction. A poll of
80 economists had predicted the indication of 49.
